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Posters
· The Poster should be a maximum of A0 in size (841mm x 1189mm) and prepared in portrait format (tall, rather than wide) in order to fit on the board.   Please note that a poster prepared in landscape format cannot be displayed.
· The Organiser will provide one board per author on which you should mount your poster.
· Your poster should be attached to the board with Velcro, which will be provided by the Organisers.

· Each author is free to decide on how to lay out the poster, however it is recommended that:

· Illustrations form the main focus of the poster, with text limited to the 

                   essential points

· Illustrations do not exceed 3-4 per poster, in order to give a clear         

                   understanding of the work

· You prepare the poster as a single sheet, containing all illustrations and text

· The poster should contain the exact title of the paper, the name, organisation and country of each author.   The header should be in bold print and framed.

· Posters should be brought to the congress and displayed on the board before mid morning coffee break on Monday 7 September if you are in Poster Session 1 and before mid morning coffee break on Wednesday 9 September if you are in Poster Session 2.
· Posters will be available for delegates to view for 2 days.   Authors are asked to stay near their poster during their relevant poster session from 18.15-19.45 either on Monday 7 September or Wednesday 9 September in order to discuss their work with delegates.

· Delegates will be asked to vote on their favourite poster during each poster session and prizes will be awarded to the winners the following morning.

· Authors in Poster Session 1 should remove their posters at the end of Tuesday 8 September and authors in Poster Session 2 should remove their posters at the end of Thursday 10 September.  
· Posters that are not removed at the end of Tuesday or Thursday will be destroyed.

· All presenting authors are required to register in advance of the congress and pay the appropriate fee to attend.   Registration can be made online at http://www.euromat2009.fems.eu/registration.htm
